Above the Influence is a national youth anti-drug media campaign. It is about being an individual and not a follower.  It is about standing up to negative influences. It is about knowing the facts about drugs and alcohol so you can make the smart decisions about them.
Award for tag it project:
First place: $150
Second place: $100
Third place: $50

Tag It Project: Teens will literally “tag” the influences in their lives and share them with the world.  Students will take the “tag it” sticky note and write what influences they are above. Be creative and original.  Once you have decided on your “tag” take a picture with a camera or cell phone. (However entry needs to be printed.) Picture can be of just yourself or a group of friends holding up different “tag its”.  You can even get teachers, friends or families involved.   A video of a group of students would also be accepted and ultimately you could submit your video to Above the Influence or place it on you tube.
